For most of us, | guess, Queen Elizabeth has, until very recently,
been the one common constant throughout all of our lives, and
her passing four years ago in 2022 was a milestone, therefore,
for all of us, and the Centenary of her birth in 1926 - a foreign
country now , to most of us - gives us a nudge to reflect on our
own lives and what we have made of the world we share so far,
and how, like the late Queen, we can strive to make the world a
better place for our being here.
